The first is called the 
Bind-Aid and it takes the guess 
work out of finishing off the 
binding.  Trying to match ends 
and figure out how and where to 
sew to get a neat flat finish to 
your binding are no longer a 
problem with this handy little 
ruler. The second is the Double 
Mitre Ruler.  This ruler/tool is 
excellent for making hexagonal 
quilts and bags.

But not too far away, just 
down the street.  Time to have a 
bigger work room, enough is 
enough.  While we love the 
position of our shop the 
classroom area is just too small 
so we are on the move to 2 Coral 
St, into  ’The Old Telegraph 
Station’ just opposite the old ANZ 
bank.
